Witness of Faith
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Saint Ambrose (339-397)

Ambrose was a very wise man who became a
lawyer and was the governor of Milan in Italy.

Even more, he had never
been taught Christian beliefs and had never been
baptized. So within a week Ambrose was baptized,
ordained a priest, and named the bishop of Milan.
